late 70's – progressive formation of centralised 
union catalogue for all state galleries,

1990 – major political changes, Regional Galleries 
Dept. of National Gallery in Prague disbanded,

from 90's – intensification of exhibition activities, 
common need for cooperation among galleries, 
revival of the union catalogue idea,

2008 – joint project of Association of Galleries of 
Czech Republic & CITeM



  

Objectives

● revival of valuable card-index and its update,

● fully computerised on-line system, no paperwork more,

● centrally managed (National Gallery in Prague under the 
supervision of Association of Galleries of Czech Republic),

● direct data acceptance from local instances of collection 
management systems

● strong tools for identification, coping with synonyms and 
different written forms of names and terms,

● optional cooperation of curators in content creation (profiles 
of authors, artistic groups, schools, artwork descriptions...),

● simple, robust, extensible, foolproof, easy to maintain...

Authority controlled museum documentation
(two different approaches)

Authorities are the source of 
terms used for scientific 
description of museum object.
(instead of using the free text or 
vocabularies of collection management 
systems)

- higher demands on the discipline of 
curators, slowness

+ high accuracy, curators can 
cooperate on the creation of authorities 
while documenting museum objects

Authorities are used for 
postprocessing of already 
existing datasets.

(via manual or semiautomatic creation 
of authority linked metadata)

- detachment of authority creation 
and its use, it is challenging to get the 
feedback from the use of authorities to 
their creation, higher error rate,

+ effective automatic processability 
of large and older datasets = one and 
only viable alternative for large
